3. Visit and Interview. Upon receipt of the parent and student questionnaires, the student will be
invited to visit Rudolf Steiner High School. Parents are also welcome to sit in on some classes.
We recommend that each student visit for three days, with an interview on the final day. The
interview will be scheduled in the afternoon, to include parents and the student. If school is not
in session, then we will make an effort to put the student in contact with some of our current
students.

4. Decision. Upon receipt of all remaining material — recommendations, test scores, grades and/or
transcript — the application will be reviewed by the admissions committee. The admissions
committee will make its decision and notify you after review of the interview and written
information.
